Interdisciplinary Core [V] Course - Science, arts, and humanities are integrated in
one course where students receive a "big picture” view of the world, learning



how different disciplines relate to each other and to real life. Team taught. 6
credits, taught in 2 3-credit courses.

3, 1-credit Seminar Courses [E], GE101, GE102, GE401 - 3 1-credit courses (2
taken in first year, if at all possible, and one in senior year) which help students
adapt to the University, build critical skills and learn about campus support
services; make connections to faculty and research opportunities; and connect
their learning to their life after their undergraduate program (GE401). Two of
these courses also provide the place for students to complete their ePortfolios for
assessment.
