Submitting a GE-prefixed or Lower Division GER Syllabus to GEAB

The General Education Advisory Board (GEAB) is charged with overseeing the General Education
Program at WSU Vancouver. Part of this oversight responsibility involves ensuring that all GE-prefixed
courses and GER courses address the main components of the General Education Program and
embrace the student-centered, learning outcomes approach central to it. Therefore, GEAB asks you
to make it clear to us and to your students how your class will incorporate the key components of the
general education program into your course. These components include the following:

e learning outcomes that are made explicit to students. (See attached.)

e engagement with the Campus Theme, Global Change in a Local Context.

e engagement in writing. (See WSU-wide requirements at the end of this document.)

e submission of documents to student ePortfolios.

e linking to other courses through a common subject, example, activity, or reading. (This
component is optional.)

GEAB, when reviewing your syllabus, will look for how you incorporate these components into your
course, making them explicit to your students. In order to help us understand how you will do this,
we ask you to submit two items to GEAB:

1. Your syllabus — written for your students.

2. Ashort “Rationale Statement”, should be added, when needed, to help GEAB
understand how you have integrated the general education components into your
course.
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
