Program Description:  The Reading Endorsement involves twenty two (22) semester credits of course work. Students must also pass the corresponding state required exam for issuance of the endorsement. Courses are designed for practicing teachers and certificated individuals with public school experience who have already taken pre-service literacy courses. Please Note: Endorsement can only be added to “endorsable” teaching certificates. “Highly qualified” status limited to teachers who are already endorsed in a Core Academic Subject area.
