In order to be considered for admission, students must submit a WSU Undergraduate Application (if not already a WSU student) as well as a Departmental Application Portfolio in accordance with departmental deadlines.

**Geography – At Clark College, GEOG 107,220, 221, 222, or 223 will fulfill both the Economics and Geography 

requirements.  Students taking GEOG 101 at Clark may use this course as their 4th science class if the other 3 science courses taken total 10 semester credits and fulfill the biological, physical, and lab requirements.

***Hist 157 & POLS 106 - If both courses are taken in the Winter quarter at Lower Columbia the requirements of Economics, 

Geography, History and American Government will be fulfilled.

****Sciences – 12 semester credits (equivalent to 18 quarter credits) total

· A minimum of four science classes is required, with each course being the equivalent of 3-4 semester credits.  

EXCEPTION:  Community college students can use three 5-quarter credit classes and one 3-quarter credit class to meet this requirement (rather than four 5 credit classes).

· At least one course must transfer as a biological science [B]

· At least one course must transfer as a physical science [P]

· At least one course must transfer as a lab science [L]

· For students with an approved Direct Transfer Agreement, three science courses must be completed prior to admission to the program and the fourth course must be completed by the end of the first fall semester after admission.

· NOTES:  All students should contact a WSU Admissions Officer for an evaluation of their science classes and other General University Requirements.
ADDITIONAL ITEMS

EXPERIENCE WITH CHILDREN

In addition to the course prerequisites listed on this sheet, students seeking admission to the Bachelor of Arts in Education program at WSU Vancouver must also have a minimum of 80 hours of supervised experiences working with children.  These 80 hours must occur within the last three years prior to application to the program.  This requirement must be completed prior to the January 15th application deadline.

WEST-B EXAM

All students must take and pass the state mandated basic skills test (WEST-B) prior to being admitted to the Bachelor of Arts in Education program.  Internet registration is available at www.west.nesinc.com or you may pick up a registration bulletin from the Education Department (Library Building, Room 210 / 360- 546-9673 / millerj@vancouver.wsu.edu).  In addition to registration information, the website also has sample study questions.  All three sections (Reading, Mathematics, and Writing) must be passed before a student can be admitted to the teacher certification program.

WEST-E/Praxis II EXAM for Elementary Education #0014
All admitted undergraduate teacher certification students must pass this exam prior to beginning the student teaching portion of the program. We expect students to take and pass this test in the 1st year of their program. Internet registration is available at www.ets.org/praxis . A study guide for this exam is available in the library reserves under the instructor name of 

Julie Miller, or under the name “Praxis” for book, or in the library Reference section.

NOTES

· Reminder – this is a program whose intention is for classes to occur primarily in the evenings, with the exception of some summer session courses, and student teaching and practica requirements.   However, due to campus growth, some classes may have to occur in the daytime. Regardless of the timing of the classes, this is still considered a full time program, with assignments due daily. 

· Prerequisite courses must be completed prior to the start of the program.

· The application deadline is typically January 15 of each year—but students should be sure to follow the deadlines posted on the application materials. Admissions decisions will typically be made in early to mid April of each year. The selection process usually involves interviews of candidates and timed writings performed on campus.

· For information on transfer course equivalencies on line, go to www.vancouver.wsu.edu, click on “Admissions”, then “Transfer Guide”, then “Transfer Equivalencies.”  This web site is especially useful for determining science courses.

· GPA: Prerequisite classes cannot be taken as P/F. All prerequisite courses must have a “C” (2.0) or higher grade. Cumulative GPA must be 2.5 or higher for all prior coursework.
